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1.00 PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY.

1.01 Purpose. An ordinance establishing the minimum standards and criteria for the design, location,

installation, use, and maintenance of Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems (SSTS) and

Community Sewage Treatment Systems (CSTS); penalties for failure to comply with provisions of
this Ordinance; issuing, denying, modifying, imposing conditions upon, suspending or revoking

licenses and permits; the proper removal, transport, treatment and disposal of domestic septage;

and other matters as determined to be necessary, and thus protect the groundwater and surface

waters of the County of Scott and the State of Minnesota, and promote the public health, safety,

general welfare and natural resources.

1.02 Intent. It is intended by Scott County that this Ordinance will promote the following:

A. The protection of lakes, rivers and streams, wetlands, and groundwater in the County

essential to the promotion of public health, safety, welfare, socioeconomic growth, and

development of the County.

B. The regulation of proper SSTS construction, reconstruction, repair, and maintenance to

prevent the entry and migration of contaminants, thereby protecting surface water and

groundwater from degradation.

C. The establishment of minimum standards for SSTS placement, design, construction,

reconstruction, repair, and maintenance to prevent contamination and, if contamination is

discovered, the identification and control of its consequences and the abatement of its

source and migration.

D. The appropriate utilization of privy vaults and other non-water carried sewage collection and

storage facilities.

E. The provision of SSTS technical assistance and education, plan review, inspections, surveys,

and complaint investigations to prevent and control water-borne diseases, lake degradation,

groundwater related hazards, and public nuisance conditions.

1.03 Authority. This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 115.55,115.56,

145A.01 through 145A.08, 375.51, or successor statutes, and Minn. Rules chapters 7080, 7081 and

7082, or successor rules.

2.00 DEFINITIONS.

2.01 Certain Terms. The following words and phrases shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this

section, if not specifically defined in this section, terms used in this Ordinance shall have the same

meaning as provided in the standards adopted by reference. Words or phrases that are not

defined here or in the standards adopted by reference shall have common usage meaning. For

the purposes of these standards, the words "shall" and "must" are mandatory, and the words

"should" and "may" are permissive.

2.02 Alternate Site. "Alternate Site" means that portion of real property that is designated by a

licensed SSTS professional and approved by the Department to be protected from all vehicular

traffic, construction and other disturbances and that will allow for the construction of a future

Type I SSTS.
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
